A bar line is a line drawn through the staff.
A measure is the distance between two bar lines.

A final bar line has a thin bar line
and a thick bar line which indicates the end.

A time signature is placed at the beginning of the
staff and indicates the number of counts in a measure.

The parts of a note.

Flats, Sharps, and Naturals are called accidentals.

Receives four counts of sound in 4/4 time.

Receives four counts of silence in 4/4 time.
